To those starting out in the sheep business, the best advice | can give is to get to know
your fellow breeders. The sheep showing community is a network of incredible people who
have so much to share and are always willing to help. In fact, | would say that the
relationships I’'ve made and the things I’ve learned from others have been critical to our
success. First | would like to thank Cara and Kyle Thayer for all their help in every aspect
of my sheep operation. Without them | would not have had the success that | have
experienced. | would also like to thank, Abigail Christian, and Tirzah and Ashley Rasys who
always go above and beyond to make our sheep look fantastic, and do so with smiles on
their faces.

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Introduce yourself and your family.

I am Tom Slack from North Manchester, IN. My family consists of my wife Val, my daughter Kelli, my son and
his wife Brett and Kaitlyn and my new granddaughter, Breelyn. I have lived in North Manchester all of my life
and have raised sheep since I was 10. I do the breeding and selling, Val does advertising and paperwork, Brett is
in charge of feed and crops, and Kaitlyn fills in on barn chores and sale prep. Our family strongly supports the
4-H program as we were all 10 year 4-H members. Some accomplishments include Indiana Master Shepherd,
Indiana Livestock Breeders Hall of Fame, National Suffolk Sheep Association Hall of Fame and Best consignor at
the MidWest Stud Ram Sale four out of the past five years.

Give us a brief description of your Hampshire Flock.

I started raising a few Hampshires in 2010-2011 with some Miller and Cabaniss breeding. I focus on breeding
sheep with heavy muscle, good touch, wide bodies, big bone and good breed character with balance and lev-
el docks. Our Hamps are being recognized as Champions/Supremes at several major shows such as the North
American, All American Junior Show, the Indiana State Fair and the MidWest Stud Ram Sale.

Why did you choose to include registered Hampshires in your sheep operation?
I saw an opportunity when the Suffolk trends went more toward the frame style of sheep. The Hampshires had
great muscle and seemed to focus more on the wether type sheep which I really appreciate.

What advice do you have for people starting out in the sheep business?

Be patient. It takes time to build a better sheep. Start with a group of related females, and then buy the very best
ram that you can afford. Breeding sheep is like putting together a puzzle — you have to have all the right pieces.
Also don’t get caught up in the real trendy stuff. The pendulum always swings. Challenge yourself to make a
strong improvement each year and discipline yourself to cull aggressively.

What are one or two items that you have found to be critical for the success of your sheep operation?
Maintain a good flock health protocol, find a feeding program that results in good conditioning, and be willing
to work 7 days a week for as many hours as it takes. Breed from the bottom up. In other words, strive to improve
the bottom third of your flock and the top will take care of itself. Focus on improving the entire flock, not just
one breeding one great one.

Who are some people that you credit for your success with Hampshires?
David Garrett provided a lot of insight regarding quality in Hampshires and my other credit goes to my first
Hampshire ram, Miller the Driller.

What is your favorite sports team?

Facilities and General Care

Facilities for the youth sheep project should be
like other species, functional. Itis much easier
to get by with less of a facility for sheep
because they are much smaller animals;
however, they need a facility that is functional

and safe.

You should think about the number of animals
you will be housing, keeping in mind you may
have more family members showing in the next
5-10 years. Also, all livestock need shelter
from the heat and cold, access to clean, fresh
water, a place to exercise, washing area and an
area for clipping and vaccinating. You may also
want to have an area to turn the animals out in
during the night where they have more space.
Some of these spaces can be double duty but
these should all be things to think about before
starting your youth sheep project.

Many times, other activities get you behind in
your chores so you would need electricity for
lighting early in the morning and at night. In
addition, having adequate lighting is necessary
for proper shearing. You may also need to use
fans during the heat of the summer.

Storing feed, hay, and show equipment should
be done in an area free of harsh weather. You
don’twant your equipment to get grungy and
you need to keep your feed and hay dry.

General care often involves frequent
observation of your animals for health
problems, interaction with other animals, and
to make sure they are eating and drinking.

Observing your animal while they are eating,
resting and exercising is important for positive
results.

When you bring your animal home for the first
time, they will be scared, stressed and uneasy.
If possible, obtain a small amount of the ration
the sheep were on to start feeding.

Gradually change the ration to the one you will
fee. Don’t start halter breaking until the lambs
have adapted to their new environment.

In terms of management, it’s never a good idea
to feed one lamb alone. Lambs need social-
interaction with other lambs, and will often
become nervous alone, and may lose their
appetite. Some juniors will purchase one top
quality lamb, and then buy or raise a less
expensive “buddy” to feed along with the other
lamb. It’s best if the “buddy” goes along to the
shows, as familiar animals will help minimize
the stress of unfamiliar surroundings.

Contact and maintain a relationship with your
local veterinarian once you begin in the youth
sheep project. Itis inevitable that you will have
to call upon a veterinarian at some point and
itis best to make that relationship before you
ever need anything.

Iflambs are kept in an area with soft soil, you
may need to trim their hooves. Having areas in
their pens that have small rocks and/or
limestone will help decrease the need for
trimming hooves as often. If you have never
done this before, ask around and you will find
someone that can show you how to properly
trim hooves.

Lastly, itis important to get your animal out and
go to a show. Getting them used to the
environment will lessen the risk of the animal
getting stressed or sick at your final destination.
This also helps the exhibitor get used to
working with their animal in an environment
other than the place they are most comfortable.
You will also get to meet new friends that enjoy
the same industry you have become a part of.

Dr. Dan Moser said it best: Perhaps the

biggest key to success in the project is building
relationships with those that can provide advice
and support. Fellow exhibitors are usually more
than willing to help those that are new to the
project, and breeders and extension staff can
provide information and guidance. If you are
planning to build facilities, take the time to visit
other farms to get ideas. Ask lots of questions,
and you’ll be well on your way to a successful
project.
